Installation Instructions

1. Turn power off before opening the
controller.

2. If the controller has an installed Snap-in
I/0O module, remove it. Instructions are
given in ‘Removing a Snap-in Module’ in
the Vision User Guide.

3. Open the OPLC by inserting a
screwdriver into the slots located on the
sides of the controller as shown, then
carefully prying the cover off.

4. The port’s location is covered by plastic.
